Most user groups in Canada are quite new,
many with less than 3 years of meetings;
Toronto started in 1986

Average meeting sizes are about 35 people
but some groups attract over 150 delegates

New special interest groups forming to
support Data Mining and Activity Based
Management
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User Groups

General intent of user group meetings is to provide
local support

SAS Canada to support SAS Practitioners with
