Tips & TRICKS: Shortcuts with Arrays

SAS arrays are useful tools for identifying and processing a group of related
variables within a data step. Once an array of variables has been defined, the
programmer can apply logic to the array without the convolution of applying
that logic to each variable individually.

Below we have the variables al, b2, c5, d2, g5,and £3, which we would
like to multiply by 1.25 in a DATA step using an array.

DATA output;
SET input;
ARRAY vars al b2 c¢5 d2 g5 £3;
DO i=1 to 6;
vars (i) = vars(i) = 1.25;
END;
DROP 1i;
RUN;

Here the programmer must know that there were six variables within the
array vars. Often in sophisticated programs this requires a separate macro
function to determine the number of variables within the array. That’s a
waste of programmer and processing time. The programmer must then also
drop the i declared variable from the DO loop.

Instead, using the DO OVER <array name> statement eliminates the need
to declare the number of variables within the array or drop the declared i
variable at the end!

DATA output;
SET input;
ARRAY vars al b2 c5 d2 g5 £3;
DO OVER vars;
vars = vars * 1.25;
END;

RUN;
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Tirs & TRICKS: Last Business Day of the Month

If you have a list of dates and want to calculate the last business day of the
month, you can do so via proc means:

data dates;
do bill_date=mdy( 2, 1, 2011 ) to mdy( 3, 1, 2013 );
workday = weekday( bill_date );
year = year( bill _date );
month = month( bill_date );
output;
end;
format bill_date date9.;
run;

proc means data=dates (where=(workday not in ( 1, 7 )))
nway noprint;
class year month;
var bill_date;
output out=maxdates( drop=_TYPE_ _FREQ_ ) max=;
run;

Be sure to use the nway option in the header and the max= option in the
output statement, or you'll get some surprises.

Tips & TRICKS: Breaking
up Code into Macros

If you have a lot of code, you can
break it up into macros which are
named after what that section of
code does:

$readData;
%analyzeData;
%$exportOutput;

This can make it more
manageable to work on. You
have to tell SAS where those
macro definitions are located,
which you can do by this line
at the beginning of the program
(where s&root is the home
directory):

OPTIONS SASAUTOS=( "&root" )
MAUTOSOURCE;

Tips & TRICKS: Quicker Jobs with PROC SQL

I frequently connect to an Oracle database via SAS. My code hits a
warehouse with hundreds of tables, each with 2-15 fields. Typical queries hit
between 4 and 10 tables with various types of joins, subsetting, and various
other DATA steps after one or more PROC SQL hits to the warehouse.

The -NOTHREADS system option and the READBUFF=n LIBNAME option
are the two tools I experimented with to whittle my time down. READBUFF
changes the number of rows from the RDBMS held in memory; THREADS
allows parallel processing (increases performance of sorting operations that
involve large amounts of data), but in my case, suppressing the overhead
required to do parallel processing with -NOTHREADS actually gave me a
performance boost.

Time
(mm:ss) READBUFF=n -NOTHREADS Comments

61:32 didn’t use no Baseline run

10:22 n=12,000 no
6:16 n=12,000 yes
6:54 n=15,000 no
5:35 n=15,000 yes
8:41 n=18,000 no starting to swap to disk
5:26 n=18,000 yes NOTHREADS optimized this

combo, but 18K performance
degraded over 15K

Conclusion: READBUFF rocks! —-NOTHREADS gives mild improvement for
this PROC SQL code.
